The second edition of Disruption Network Lab’s new programme stream –
DISRUPTIVE FRIDAYS (live every Friday at 5pm Berlin time) features a conversation
between Michael Ang (artist and engineer), Andreas Kopp (creative technologist,
maker, post-it artist and teacher) and Lieke Ploeger (Disruption Network Lab).

We will speak about critical making in times of corona: how can we use digital
fabrication techniques such as 3D printing and laser cutting in the fight against the
COVID-19 pandemic? Michael Ang & Andreas Kopp participated in the recent
#wirvsvirus hackathon organised by the German government to find digital community
actions against the corona virus and its effects. Together with Nicholas de Coster they
developed a design for an open source/DIY protective face shield, which is currently
being printed and distributed to help medical professionals stay safe from infection
(https://www.thingiverse.com/thing:4239203)
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Michael Ang (Artist and engineer, CA/DE). Michael Ang is an artist and engineer who
creates light objects, interactive installations, and technological tools that expand the
possibilities of human expression and connection. Applying a hacker’s aesthetic, he
often repurposes existing technology to create human-centered experiences in public
space and the open field. Countering the trend for technology to dissociate us from
ourselves and surroundings, Michael’s works connect us to each other and the
experience of the present moment. He is the co-inventor of the Infl3ctor, the projection
system for Digital Calligraffiti. He holds a Master’s Degree from the Interactive
Telecommunications Program (ITP) at New York University, USA and a Bachelor’s
Degree in Computer Engineering from the University of Waterloo, Canada.

Andreas Kopp (Creative technologist, maker, post-it artist and teacher, DE) Andreas
Kopp loves to make things and learn new techniques of making, designing and coding.
He is the founder of Erfindergarten, an open workshop for digital production, Fab Lab,
youth club and DIY community and workshop space in Munich, where he gives kids the
best start into making and inventing things by learning them 21st century skill and
inspire them to start learning and inventing themselves. He is also the artist/artisan
behind postitartcreators. Kopp has been commissioned to create portraits and
installations for exhibitions, events, shop-windows, shopping centers and commercials
all over the world. He often works with Post-it® Notes but has also done works with
cups or origami paper and loves to make his works interactive.

Lieke Ploeger (Community director, Disruption Network Lab, NL/DE) Lieke Ploeger is
the community director and administration officer of the Disruption Network Lab. She
is the co-founder of the independent project space SPEKTRUM art science community,
where she worked as community builder from 2014 to 2018. Her core interest lies in
building and developing both online and offline communities of interest, with a focus on
sharing knowledge and expertise in an open way. She previously worked for the Open
Knowledge Foundation and for the National Library of the Netherlands. She has a
double master of arts from the University of Utrecht, the Netherlands and has been
involved in various European research projects in the areas of open cultural data, open
access and open science.

On Saturday, Maayan Nidam and Shaun
Reeves provide the soundtrack for what should be an evening of smooth house and
minimal grooves.

The Sundays for Hong Kong film series was supposed to screen at Gropius Bau, which
is obviously closed now. But fear not, cinephiles! The solidarity programme for this city
in violent turmoil has now been moved online, which means you can spend the weekend
deep in the sights, sounds and thoughts of documentaries from Hong Kong.

The
Hungarian composer Iván Fischer's much-anticipated concert has been moved online,
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where he will guide world-class classical musicians through sounds inspired by
Goethe's Faust.  

Club Quarantine    

24 - 26 April

The opening edition of Club Quarantine was a hit, a virtual nightclub that people could
roam while blasting some of the classiest dance music out there. (And for the romantics:
we even heard rumours of dates being arranged between virtual clubbers.) The next
edition looks even bigger, running from 10pm on Friday to midday on Sunday with DJ
sets from Ben UFO, Dax J, Beautiful Swimmers and more.

I am tired of looking at my computer screen.

Each day I discover more films, art, articles online that I want to dive into, watch, read
and experience but my mind is overloaded.

Online exhibitions and the desire to hear from artists.

If you still have some bandwidth, I’d recommend checking out the suggestions made
by the writers at Hyperallergic, an online publication and podcast about the
contemporary art world, challenging the status quo and bringing new and
underrepresented voices into the conversation.

I really enjoyed their recent podcast “Discussing the Boom in Online Exhibitions
During the Pandemic” where they share ideas.

If you are a creator or artist, one thing to note is what the Hyperallergic team echoes
worked online is hearing from the artists themselves – whether that be in the form of
video interviews, talks, lectures, studio visits, Q&A sessions, scholarship. They
expressed wanting to know more about the artist’s history and their practice. They are
interested in the artist’s intentions and what they are thinking about.

You can hear more about their observations listening from around minute 31
(although I’d recommend checking out the full podcast).

Corona-Krise: Spahn denkt über Immunitätsausweis
nach – Kritiker fürchten Zwei-Klassen-Gesellschaft

Am Mittwoch hat die Bundesregierung einen von Bundesgesundheitsminister Jens
Spahn unterstützten Gesetzesentwurf abgesegnet, der die Schaffung eines
Immunitätsausweises für Personen vorsieht, die gegen COVID-19 immunisiert sind. Der
Entwurf stößt auf Skepsis.

Hat die Bundesregierung einen Weg gefunden, in der Debatte um eine Aufhebung der
Corona-Maßnahmen einen eleganten Ausweg zu finden? Wie die „Süddeutsche“
berichtet, hat Bundesgesundheitsminister Jens Spahn am Mittwoch (29.4.)
Zustimmung im Kabinett für einen Gesetzesentwurf gefunden, der darauf hinauslaufe,
Personen, die eine COVID-19-Erkrankung überstanden hätten, mit einem
Immunitätsausweis auszustatten.

Das Dokument könnte ähnlich wie ein Impfpass die Immunisierung einer Person gegen
den Erreger gegenüber Dritten nachweisen. Dies könnte dem Besitzer eines solchen
Ausweises deutliche Erleichterungen im täglichen Leben und möglicherweise eine
Rückkehr zur Normalität ermöglichen – beispielsweise im Berufsleben oder beim
Grenzübertritt.

Spahn spricht von „vorsorglicher Regelung“

Voraussetzung dafür, dass ein solches Dokument eingeführt werden könne, sei jedoch
der wissenschaftliche Nachweis dafür, dass eine überwundene Corona-Infektion
tatsächlich mit einer Immunisierung für künftige Infektionen einhergehe, meint Spahn.
Da es einen solchen bislang noch nicht gebe, würde der Entwurf, sollte er Gesetzeskraft
erlangen, nur eine „vorsorgliche Regelung“ darstellen können.

Reichten die Erkenntnisse jedoch aus, um ein Dokument dieser Art mit
Rechtswirkungen versehen zu können, sähe Spahn „an vielerlei Stellen“ eine
Erleichterung und die Chance für Bürger, bestimmten Tätigkeiten „unbeschwerter“
nachgehen zu können. So hätte eine nachgewiesene Immunität auch potenziell
weitreichende Konsequenzen „für den weiteren Umgang mit Schutzmaßnahmen und
vulnerablen Personengruppen“.

In Nordrhein-Westfalen soll es bereits in zwei bis drei Wochen einen Testlauf für einen
digitalen Immunitätsausweis geben.

Immunitätsausweis würde Trägern Privilegien verschaffen
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Die Erleichterung, die das Gesetz für Immunisierte nach sich ziehen könnte, hätte
jedoch auch eine Kehrseite. Im gleichen Beschluss des Kabinetts wurde nämlich auch
eine Passage abgesegnet, die sich auf das Infektionsschutzgesetz stützt, und die
Behörden ermächtigt, Menschen, von denen Ansteckungsgefahr ausgehe oder die auch
nur „krankheitsverdächtig“ seien, in Quarantäne zu schicken – oder ihnen
vorzuschreiben, „bestimmte Orte oder öffentliche Orte nicht oder nur unter bestimmten
Bedingungen zu betreten“.

Wer einen Immunitätsausweis vorlegen könne, wäre von solchen Vorschriften
ausgenommen. Im Kern würde damit eine Situation geschaffen, in der Besitzer eines
Immunitätsausweis mit Rechten ausgestattet würden, die anderen Bürgern nicht
zukämen – auch solchen, die nicht infiziert seien.

Zudem, so die Süddeutsche, würde der Entwurf auch ein Recht von Arbeitgebern
beinhalten, von Angestellten künftig eine Auskunft über alle „übertragbaren
Krankheiten“ einzufordern – bis dato besteht ein solches nur bezüglich solcher, die
„durch Schutzimpfung verhütet werden können“.

„Viele würden versuchen, sich sofort zu infizieren“

Bereits am Freitag der Vorwoche hatte der Hacker und Medienkünstler Julian Finn in
einer Online-Debatte des Berliner Disruption Network Lab heftige Kritik an Ideen wie
einem „digitalen Corona-Impfpass“ geübt. Wie heise.de berichtet, befürchtet Finn sogar
eine erhebliche Zunahme an Erkrankungen infolge einer solchen Regelung.

„Viele würden versuchen, sich sofort zu infizieren“, um in den Besitz eines solchen
digitalen Seuchenpasses zu kommen, meint Finn. Viele Bürger hätten schließlich den
Lockdown satt und wollten das gesellschaftliche Leben wieder anwerfen, arbeiten gehen
und Geld verdienen.

Lösungen wie die nun auch von der Bundesregierung angedachte würden jedoch
„technisch Privilegien erteilen“.

Erfolgsnachweis auch in Singapur nicht erbracht

Generell gebe es keinen Grund für den „Techno-Solutionism“, der derzeit um sich
greife. Selbst in Staaten wie Singapur, die sich in der Bekämpfung der Seuche als
erfolgreich gezeigt und unter anderem auch Big-Data-Anwendungen eingesetzt hätten,
wäre kein Nachweis erbracht, dass es diese Instrumente gewesen wären, die den
Unterschied gemacht hätten.

Die dort geschaffene App zur Nachverfolgung von Corona-Infektionsketten wurde von
deutlich weniger als den 60 Prozent der Bevölkerung genutzt, die als Voraussetzung für
ein erfolgreiches Kontakt-Tracing gälten.
